
2013 May Tornado Animal Welfare Fact Sheet 

500 – Animals assessed and cared for by volunteers and staff of Moore Animal 

Welfare 

250 – Animals adopted after a 30 day hold period 

200 – Animal reunited to owners from time of tornado to June 22nd 

50 – Animals sent to rescue organizations that are no-kill facilities 

Approximately $100,000 donated to the Moore Animal Shelter following the 
tornado.  

• Funds used to purchase Animal Welfare Emergency Response
trailer

• Funds set aside to allow expansion of Moore Animal Shelter to
provide additional space for care of lost and stray animals.

Moore Animal Welfare collaborated with Cleveland County Fairgrounds to 
provide 24/7 care for animals rescued following the storm.  

American Humane Association Red Star Emergency Team, RedRover 
Responders and local volunteers provided care and social interaction with 
animals in our care.
