The Public Works Director will plan, coordinate, and direct activities within the Public Works Department including 
Animal Control, Streets and Drainage Maintenance, Sanitation, Building Maintenance, and Fleet Maintenance.  This 
position will be responsible for a large (50+-) group of employees, and will require significant coordination with 
other City Departments and Divisions to successfully perform the functions of this position.

activities, projects, and programs; review and evaluation work product, methods, and procedures. 
 Prepare budgets for assigned divisions and the Public Works Department as a whole; assist in budget 

implementation, budget forecasting, monitoring, and administration of the approved budget. 
 Supervise the mechanical maintenance program, and assign and review maintenance work. 
 Assist in formulating long-range plans for the City’s public works functions; determine need for new equipment 

and facilities, and major repair and rebuilding projects.   
 Respond to and resolve difficult, complex, and/or sensitive citizen inquiries and complaints.
